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Basics
Scanning a text means reading to find specific information like names, times and dates. For example, if you need  
to find the phone number of a business, you don’t read every word on their website until you find it. You search 
quickly for the number.

Scanning is different to skim reading. Skim reading is reading quickly to get the general idea – see Skim-read  
a text. Scanning a text, on the other hand, is reading to find specific details. When you scan, you know what you  
are looking for.

The academic context
Scanning is an important academic skill. Exams often require you to find the answers to very specific questions. You 
will save time if you can find facts and figures quickly without reading in detail. Scanning can also help you to keep 
notes brief. This is useful if you need to use many sources for an assignment – say, 20 or 30 books. Being able to scan 
for key information means you won’t take too many notes from each book.

Key features
•	� First, identify the information you need. Is it a name? A number? A fact? Or an unknown word which will answer  

a question? For example, your question might be:

	
What did Curie discover in 1898?

•	� If the text is long, identify a section which might contain the right information. Use the contents pages, headings, 
subheadings or indexes. For example, you might see a section called:

	
3.1	 Curie’s discoveries of the 1890s

•	� Decide on a keyword to scan for. If you are looking for the answer to a question, scan for a keyword from the 
question – in the question above, the best word is 1898.

•	� When you scan, you don’t read everything. Glance quickly over a section of text. Let your eyes move quickly 
around the page to see if you can identify the keyword.

•	 If you can’t find it, scan for other possible keywords, e.g. discover, discovery.

•	� The easiest keywords to search for are numbers (e.g. years, such as 1898) and names, because numerals and 
capital letters stand out. For example:

	
Curie and her husband, Pierre, jointly discovered radium when they extracted radium chloride from 
uraninite in 1898. The discovery was published by the French Academy of Sciences.

Challenges / difficulties
Scanning texts written in English is often quite easy if you are familiar with the numerals and the alphabet. However, 
it may be more difficult if your first language uses a different writing system and you are not a proficient reader. You 
might need a bit more practice.
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How can I develop this skill?
Try scanning a piece of text and highlighting all the numerals. Then do it again and highlight all the capital letters.

Learning outcome
If you learn to scan texts for key information, you will save time and read more quickly.

Theory to practice
You need to scan a text about Barcelona to find the answers to some questions. Read the questions and the advice. 
Then scan the text for the answers you need.

	

Ways to get more practice
•	 Scan business webpages for names, addresses and opening hours.
•	� Read film reviews to check the names of actors and locations.
•	 If you like sport, scan reports to check the names of goalscorers and the times of goals.

Barcelona

Tourists come to see the architecture and enjoy the city’s  
busy lifestyle.

Sagrada Família

1	� What is the name of Gaudí’s  
famous church?

You could scan the text for the words church or Gaudí.

2	� What region of Spain does Barcelona 
belong to?

You could scan to find the word region; or you  
could scan for capitalized words, since a region is  
a proper noun.

3	� Which sport is popular in Barcelona?

You could scan for the word sport, but actually it 
doesn’t appear in the text. So this question requires you 
to guess the name of a sport and scan for it; or  
you could read in more detail.

4	� Which city in Spain is bigger  
than Barcelona?

Here, you could scan for the word city or for capitalized 
words. You will then need to read a whole sentence in 
detail to check/confirm your answer.
