Teacher’s notes
Check and confirm understanding Levels 1and 2

Warm up

Model some checking, correcting and confirming in informal conversation with the whole class. For example, ask a simple
question of your choice, and when someone volunteers the answer, state it back to them wrongly. Get the student, or the
whole class, to correct you. Then restate the correct answer and ask if it is correct. There are many similar possible exercises.
You could write the categories Checking, Correcting and Confirming on the board and invite students to add some phrases as
you work. If they have done the Factsheet before the lesson, they should have some ideas already.

Using the Factsheet

The Factsheet sets out some of the key features of this functional language. It also gives practical strategies to help
students develop and gain confidence when using the language. Get students to work through the Factsheet first
before they go on to work through the Worksheet and engage in the practice tasks.

There are two possible ways to use the Factsheet:

1 Give students the Factsheet before the lesson, so they can read it at home and come to the lesson prepared to do the
Worksheet. If you use this approach, start the lesson by checking that all students have read and understood the Factsheet,
and answer any questions.

2 Give students the Factsheet at the beginning of the lesson and start by working through it with the students.

Answer any questions. Students should think about the Reflect questions later at home.
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
