TIP

When you are searching for something specific, you can use quotation marks to make your search more accurate.
The quotation marks tell the search engine to search for whole phrases.
. For instance, if you are researching the effects of social media on your concentration, if you searched for:

concentration problems social media, the engine would search for pages that contain those four words in any
order. You would get much better search results if you searched for “concentration problems” “social media".
